I- The 29™ edition of the Algerian
Production Fair:

After two (02) years of break because of Corona
Pandemic, the International Maritime Pine Fair was
back through the launch of the 29™ edition of the
Algerian Production Fair that took place in the Exhi-
bition Palace from December 13"to 25%, 2021.

This national economic event entitled "Strategy,
innovative capacity and effective performance: Keys
to economic development and access to foreign mar-
kets" was a chance to gather more than 500 partici-
pant and 50 private and public institution in a total
area of more than 26 000 m>.

Thus, it included a variety of economic sectors, inclu-
ding chemical industry, food industry, agriculture,
public works, services, construction and building
materials, electronic and electrical industry, iron and
steel, the petrochemical industry, manufactured
industry and mechanical industry.

This fair provided an opportunity to highlight the
capabilities of Algerian institutions by valuing the
"Made in Algeria" notification on the products,
enhancing economic partnership opportunities in all
sectors, and promoting economic integration between
the various local dealers participating in the exhibi-
tion.

Among the institutions participating in the Fair, The
Research Centre in Industrial Technologies partici-
pated by displaying a number of scientific and tech-
nological achievements and products that were effec-
tive and distinguished as its pavilion received a great
interaction from its visitors.

II- Opening of the 29™ edition of
the Algerian Production Fair:

The Prime Minister, Mr. Aiman Ben Abderrahmane,
accompanied by a delegation of government members
and some high-ranking officials in the economic
sector, as well as some representatives of the diploma-
tic corps, oversaw the opening of the 29" edition of

the Algerian production Fair at the Exhibition Palace
on December 13%, 2021.

It should be noted that the Prime Minister visited the
pavilion dedicated to of the Research Centre in Indus-
trial Technologies, where the CRTT's scientific achie-
vements in many fields of national economy were
displayed and presented.

III- The CRTI Pavilion:

The centre's pavilion was an opportunity to enhance
the centre's openness to the various pedagogical,
industrial and social sector.

It should be noted that the centre has participated
with fifteen (15) industrial achievements, some of
which were already manufactured and others were
still in progress.

The CRTI’s pavilion recorded a great turnout of
visitors wishing to know more about the Algerian
products while several explanations took place due to
the different projects presented. It worth mentioning
that the CRTI researchers and engineers received
various and different questions, especially about
drones and the 3D printer and their various uses. The
questions also included several inquiries about the
possibility of accepting internships in these areas.
During this participation, the CRTI researchers and
engineers gave a presentation on the projects imple-
mented in several pivotal sectors of the national

economy, which are represented in the following
fields:

During this participation, the CRTI researchers and
engineers gave a presentation on the projects imple-
mented in several pivotal sectors of the national
economy, which are represented in the following
fields:

1- In the field of health:

Pulmonary resuscitation devices are one of the most
important devices in hospitals and medical centers
specially for saving patients with the Corona virus
whereas pandemic prevention made sterilization, on
the other hand, an urgent need to avoid transmission
of Corona virus. Hence, the centre’s researchers
decided to find suitable devices to confront the pande-
mic by ensuring pulmonary resuscitation as well as
preventive sterilization from the virus.

In this regard, the center's contribution to confronting
the pandemic was represented through two devices:

* A portable respirator that allow enhancing the avai-
lable health capabilities and devices and meeting the
increasing national demand for these devices during
Corona Pandemic.,

» A multi-use automatic dispenser hand sanitizer: This
device provides doses distribution of sanitizer with a
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large capacity and high speed, automatically, to
avoid people gathering and touching respecting the
distancing. It can be used in crowded places such as
airports, land stations, hospitals, educational institu-
tions, factories, stadiums ... and other places.

2- In the field of agriculture and forestry:

Algeria sits on a forest wealth estimated at
4,100,000 hectares that has recently been subjected
to a significant deterioration due to the series of fires
that the country has witnessed. In this context, the
CRTI participated in this Fair edition with several
types of drones manufactured in the CRTI, which
can be used in the agricultural field as well as
inspect forest fires. Among these aircraft there was:
* AMEL3-300 . Fixed Wing UAV

*+ AMEL-HY-200 . UAV with vertical take-off and
vertical landing

* Drone AMEL 4-1700

* AFAQ1 Multi-engine Agriculture Drone

3- In the field of public works and ports:

Since Algeria has known a qualitative leap in the
field of the Algerian public works and the field of
ports, which are pillars of economic development,
the CRTI has participated by:

* A multi-service robotic crane: manufactured in
partnership with Ferrovial Company and exhibited at
the Ferrovial pavilion, which attracted the attention
of many visitors and industrialists.

* Modeling and engineering design of the ship
loading crane.

4- In the field of marine fishing and fish
farming:

In order to diversify the Algerian sources of fisheries
and raise their national production, Algeria has
produced aquaculture projects. Unfortunately, this
step witnessed a significant shortage of imported
aquaculture equipment. Thus, the CRTI researchers
and engineers focused their efforts to produce a
model

and engineers focused their efforts to produce a
model for aquaculture floating cages according to
international norms and were displayed in the Mari-
time Pine Fair. This project represents the first step to
manufacture these kind of machines locally, in coope-
ration with the private sector in order to reduce the
cost of import.

5- In the field of mines:

Although Algeria is abounded with large mining
wealth of phosphates, zinc, iron, aluminum, gold,
diamonds, copper, tungsten, ... but these latter has
been limited to exploitation. Thus, in order to promote
this field, the CRTI presented in this edition a model
of a stone-refining machine for mining.

6- In the field of design and manufacturing
of plastic structures:

3D printing is of great importance globally, as it
contributes to building complex geometric models in
the simplest and less expensive ways.

In this context, the CRTI contributed to this Fair
edition with a multiple head 3D printing machine,
specialized in the manufacturing of plastic structures,
that can design modals of 1 m® of size. It is worth
noting that this modal can be developed to include
metallic structures too.

The unique feature about this project is that the
cornerstone was of a Master II student, where the
CRTI adopted his idea and accompanied him through
the realization of this machine.

7- In the field of scientific research:

At the core of scientific and technological activities,
the CRTI contributed in this Fair edition with a
mechanical tensile testing machine. This latter is used
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in the field of Material Resistance. This machine was
manufactured by the centre starting from its structure
and spare parts, and ending with the creation of its
software.

On the sidelines of the 29" edition of the Maritime

On Saturday, December 25", 2021, the twenty-ninth
edition of the Algerian production fair was concluded
at the Exhibition Palace. The CRTI recorded a distin-
guished participation that was appreciated by all the
visitors, including officials, students, directors and
others. So, it confirms that the aim of the Centre parti-
cipation in this Fair was attained which prompts the
centre to double its scientific efforts to serve the
national economy.
